Winter League Season 2026/2027

Applications for Winter League season 2026/2027, commencing in September 2026 are now open and must be completed online without exception. 
· Where an application is successful in terms of a place in the League being offered, a non-refundable deposit of £50 per team is required to be paid by no later than 1.30pm on Sunday 3rd May in cash only at Jeffrey Humble, to complete your application for a place in WKJFL for next season. 
· All U8 to U13 games will be played on 3G at Jeffrey Humble Ground.
· All U14 and U15 games will be played on grass at Joe Stone Ground. 
· League will be dealing with one person per Club/FA affiliation number only in respect of all financial and League matters going forward. Clubs will be required to take responsibility for every team in their Club. This means one payment of match fees per Club to be received and one payment for fees. The League will not be dealing with individual teams within Clubs.
· Should your team wish to remain separate and deal with the League directly you will be required to form your own Club and get a separate Affiliation arranged with LCFA.
· Should you already know that you will be unable to fulfil a number of fixtures in WKJFL due to lack of players for reasons such as playing for teams in other Leagues at certain times or playing in Academy type fixtures then please do not apply for a place as when this becomes apparent to WKJFL your team will be immediately expelled from the League and no refund of any fees paid will be made and your Club be responsible for pitch hire fees to Leisure United or Liverpool City Council. This is necessary to ensure fairness to teams who join WKJFL expecting to play week in week out and end up disappointed with no game due to the actions of others.
· The entering of any other competition or acceptance of any other fixture outside of WKJFL, other than LCFA fixtures, which results in the cancellation of a WKJFL fixture is not acceptable. Any such actions will result in offending team being expelled from WKJFL and any subsequent application to any WKJFL competition in the future being refused. Clubs need to be aware that such actions by any of their teams will have serious negative implications upon their club. This will include the possibility of a ban on future applications for any new teams in the club to WKJFL including new under 8 applications. 
· Do not apply for a place in an age group and then complain about other team’s ability and want to move age groups. The League is always full and that will not be possible.



· Do not apply if your Club including players, spectators, officials, coaches etc cannot behave responsibly and appropriately at a Junior Football League. Always be respectful to others including opponents, own team, League, Referees, Leisure United staff, only 2 coaches permitted beyond the barriers, stay off the pitches and behind the barriers until the previous fixture has finished amongst others.
· WKJFL remains determined to drive out those who persist with unacceptable behaviour for the benefit of the vast majority who do behave appropriately. WKJFL has a policy not to engage, and never has engaged, in social media propaganda. Much lies and fabrications are posted by many others including other Leagues, referees and teams who are no longer in this League, and individuals who have never had any involvement with WKJFL. Should you ever have any issues or concerns about anything please come and ask the Management Committee and we will give you the truth every single time regardless of anything else. 
· If you’re not prepared to be part of the solution in terms of behaviour and adherence to basic rules you are part of the problem and eventually you will be told to leave WKJFL.
· Other than in extremely urgent and exceptional circumstances, all communications with WKJFL should take place in person on a Sunday at Jeffrey Humble Ground between 8.45am and 1pm.
WKJFL is not about money, everybody is a volunteer, no fines have been issued for many years. Money is only important to cover necessary costs, but behaviour is always important. There will be no fines for unacceptable behaviour just ultimately expulsion from WKJFL. Apply and take part and enjoy that’s all almost everybody involved at WKJFL in Grassroots football wants to be the case. 
LCFA Affiliaton and Player Registration requirements:-
· Affiliation of your Club and team with LCFA should be done as soon as possible and for League purposes by no later than Sunday 30th June 2026.
· For season 2026-2027 all player registrations must be submitted to the league via the FA Portal no later than Sunday 2nd August 2026.  
· All photos must be renewed.  
· They must be a suitable head shot.  
· No headgear or sunglasses.  
· Shirts MUST be worn and no other people should be in the photo.  
· Any photos not meeting this criteria will be rejected.  
· No electronic team sheets will be accepted.  
· Any complaints received more than 5 minutes after the match has finished about unregistered/over age players will not be considered. 
· All managers MUST exchange team sheets BEFORE kick off. No excuses. Failure to do so and a complaint made to the Management Committee by your opponent WILL result in forfeit of fixture and a 1-0 win awarded to opponent. If there is a query about a player this must be reported BEFORE kickoff to a League Committee member. 
· Once the season starts, a player can be registered via the FA Portal in the same way. They must be submitted to the League before 3pm on the Sunday to be eligible to play the following week. If the player is a transfer this will be 2 weeks turnaround as permission needs to be received from the previous team via the FA Portal. Applications to register players received after 3pm will not be processed until the following Sunday. These rules are in place for every team from under 8s to under 15s. 

Financials:-
· League fees will be as follows; -
U8, U9, U10 and U11 - £80 per team
U12 and U13 - £100 per team
U14 and U15 - £120 per team
· Pitch hire fees payable to Leisure United at Jeffrey Humble and Liverpool City Council at Joe Stone (unconfirmed, but if remain unchanged)
U8 and U9 - £144 per team
U10 and U11 - £176 per team
U12 and U13 - £240 per team
U14 and U15 - £281.60 per team
· Match fees will continue to be shared between both participating teams as follows; -
· U8 and U9 - £11 per team
[bookmark: _Hlk196763692]U10 and U11 - £13 per team
U12 and U13 - £15 per team
U14 and U15 - £20 per team 
· Match fees at Under 14 and Under 15 age groups will continue to be paid directly to the referee in advance of kick off without exception.
· WKJFL has a “no postponement” rule. Fail to fulfil a fixture for any reason will continue to require the full match fee to be paid by the team cancelling the fixture. The full match fee is as follows; -
U8 and U9 - £22 
U10 and U11 - £26
U12 and U13 - £30
U14 and U15 - £40

Season will start early September and finish in mid-May. Any requests for fixture cancellations on any dates during WKJFL playing season will always be granted, nobody makes you play if you don’t want to, subject to the payment in full of match fee due for the fixture being cancelled. In the event the cancellation is of a competitive fixture eg U12 U13 U14 and U15 League fixture, or a Cup tie in any age group, then a 1-0 win will be awarded to your opponent.

No requests for specific kick-off times will be considered whatsoever. Fixtures will be posted  before season starts and will not be amended, subject to fixture cancellations due to adverse weather, once posted on website.
